IGU IS AMONG THE BEST UNIVERSITIES IN EUROPE!

IGU is among the best universities in Europe!

QS (Quacquarelli Symond), one of the most respected higher education rating agencies
in the world, has published the list of “World University Rankings: Europe 2024”.
