The first historical human record about cats could be found in
Ancient Egyptian Civilization’s culture. We all seem to relate cats
with Egyptians, because of their adoration and consideration of cats
as gods. Mafdet was the first known cat deity and was regarded as
the protector against snakes, scorpions, and evil during the First
Dynasty, so for them, cats were not just deities, but also protectors.
