Alperen Şengün

Alperen Şengün was born on July 25,
2002, in Giresun, Turkey. He plays as a

center and power forward. He currently
wears the jersey of the NBA team

Houston Rockets.



How did it all begin?

“One day, while watching his brother's high
school game together, Alperen entered the

court during halftime, took the ball in his hand,
and threw it towards the basket. This shot

resulted in a score, and it was impossible not to
notice his talent in that shot. This was how
Alperen first encountered a basketball and

scored his first points” Şengün’s former
basketball player father Kemal Şengün points

out.

"Starting his basketball journey in Giresun, Şengün signed his first
professional contract with Bandırma Kırmızı. Wearing the Beşiktaş

jersey, he was selected as the Most Valuable Player of the regular
season in the 2020-21 Basketball Super League and became the

youngest player to be named MVP in the league. Şengün, selected in
the first round, 16th overall, in the 2021 NBA Draft, became the

second highest-drafted Turkish basketball player."

Salim Taslı describes Alperen Şengün’s personality:
"He had many positive qualities such as keeping his word, being able to perform the shown
action at the first attempt, leading his friends, being social, humorous, and so on. We also

cannot overlook the contribution of his teammate Murat Korkmaz to his development. They
were competing together. Banvit team also wanted him, but he chose to prioritize his

education."



Alperen Şengün, who represented Turkey
at the 2018 FIBA Under-16 European

Championship held in Serbia, won the
bronze medal. He was selected for the

Tournament's Best Team due to his
performance. He also competed at the
2018 FIBA Under-17 World Cup held in
Argentina, where Turkey finished the

tournament in the fifth place.

Şengün wore the Turkish national
basketball team jersey for the first time in

November 2020 during the 2022 EuroBasket
qualifiers. He also participated in two games
during the 2023 FIBA World Cup qualifiers.



In the 2021 NBA Draft, Şengün was selected by the Oklahoma City Thunder in
the first round, 16th overall, and was subsequently traded to the Houston

Rockets in exchange for two future first-round draft picks. On August 7, 2021, he
signed a contract with the Rockets. Şengün played his first game in the 2021 NBA

Summer League against the Cleveland Cavaliers, recording 15 points, 15
rebounds, 4 blocks, 3 assists, and 1 steal. 

On January 12, 2023, in a match where they
were defeated 135-115 by the Sacramento

Kings, Şengün achieved his first career triple-
double with 10 points, 10 rebounds, and 10

assists. With this accomplishment, he became
the youngest center to record a triple-double in
NBA history and the youngest player in Rockets

history to achieve a triple-double. 
On January 17, in a match where they were
defeated 140-132 by the Los Angeles Lakers,

Şengün played with 33 points, 15 rebounds, 6
assists, and 4 blocks, breaking his career

scoring record. Additionally, he surpassed
Shaquille O'Neal to become the youngest center
in NBA history to achieve statistics of 30 points,

10 rebounds, and 5 assists. Furthermore, he
became the youngest player in Rockets history

to score at least 30 points and grab 10 rebounds
in a single game, breaking Hakeem Olajuwon's

record from 1984.



On January 26, in a match where they were defeated 108-103 by the
Washington Wizards, Şengün achieved his second career triple-double
with 21 points, 11 rebounds, and 10 assists. Additionally, he became the

youngest center in NBA history to record multiple triple-doubles before
turning 21 years old.
