The glass ceiling is a metaphor used to describe the invisible barrier that

prevents women and other underrepresented groups from advancing to higher

positions

within an organization, even when they possess the necessary

These barriers are not explicitly stated in
organizational policies. On the contrary, they are implicit biases embedded in the
organizational hierarchy that prevent certain individuals from being promoted to
senior management positions, regardless of their individual attributes. We can

. Economic Stagnation: The glass ceiling
contributes  negatively  to economic
stagnation as it prevents talented
employees from reaching their full potential.
This, in turn, can lead to greater economic
impacts.

. Reduced Representation: The under-
representation of women and minorities in
leadership roles hinders diversity and
inclusion in working life.

. Wage Inequality: In general, the glass
ceiling can cause differences in pay
between genders and ethnic groups, thus
perpetuating economic inequality.

. Devaluation of Individuals: The existence
of a glass ceiling means that some
employees are not adequately recognized
or valued for their abilities and capabilities.
This can have a negative impact on their
self-worth and overall sense of belonging.
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In order to better understand the glass ceiling and what can be done to eliminate
it. it is useful to examine the factors that contribute to this phenomenon. These
factors can be expressed as follows:

. Gender Roles: Gender roles are social constructs that are ascribed to people
at the moment of their sex, with different cultural influences. Women are often
expected to be kind, understanding, and nurturing. This leads them to accept
caring roles in general. Although they have career aspirations, trying to
manage domestic roles with the responsibilities of working life and the struggle
for promotion puts more stress and pressure on them.

. Gender Discrimination: Gender discrimination
describes the tendency of individuals to prefer
one gender over another. In social life as well
as in working life, this discrimination often has
an impact on women. This is because
employers, in particular, do not give women the
same chance, believing that men are more
capable of accomplishing certain tasks for
certain positions.

. Sexual Harassment: Women may also be
subjected to sexual harassment in the
workplace. |f organizations do not produce
solutions to eliminate this problem, they may
face the risk of losing their female employees.
According to the US Equal Employment
Opportunity Commission, 38% of women who
are sexually harassed are forced to leave their
jobs early. At the same time, 37% of these
women reported that their career advancement
was negatively affected.
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There are some proactive practices that organizations can take to eliminate the
effects of the glass ceiling. We can explain these practices as follows:

. Blind Scan: Human resources departments can eliminate bias by excluding
data on individuals' gender or race when hiring or promoting them. This is
important so that decisions can be made based solely on their skills and
experience.

. Regular Training Against Prejudice: Human resources departments can
organize training programs on unconscious biases. By educating team
members and leaders about the effects of the glass ceiling, they can
encourage participation and increase diversity in the organization.

. Wage Equality: Regularly evaluating and reviewing remuneration structures
and taking corrective actions to eliminate gender or diversity-based pay
inequalities can be very important practices in combating the glass ceiling.
