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There is a sentence that has become a slogan for literary works of art: "Books are a

gratuitous letter written by the author to the reader". The message in these letters

gains meaning when it meets the reader. The message completes itself when it is

read. In other words, the artistic dimension of a literary work is shaped not only by the

author but also by the contribution of the reader. Moreover, this is not only valid for

written works. For example, while a piece of music may cheer one ear, it may sadden

another. So, since the message contained in a work can change with the subjective

aspects of the reader or listener, can this message not also be shaped by the

translator who is the transmitter of the work? This article focuses on how translators

can influence the messages in original works.

Who is a Translator?

In the broadest sense, translation can be defined as the transfer of a message

into another language. When we think of translation, we think of the transfer of

written or spoken expressions or signs from one language to another. A

translator is a person who does translation work. As the definition suggests, there

are basically two different types of translation: written translation, which involves

the translation of all kinds of texts, fiction or non-fiction, and oral translation, which

is basically consecutive or contemporaneous. Both of these forms of translation

allow the translator to touch the original message from different angles.

The main task of the translator is to create a bridge between the source and the

receiver of the message. However, the message that reaches its target by using this

bridge now also contains a part of the translator. Therefore, in the communication

process, there is not only the sender and the receiver of the source message, but also

the translator as a third element plays an important role in this process. 

Does the Intermediary Position of the Translator Affect the Purpose of Translation?

Perhaps every human being has the urge to convey his/her thoughts and this urge

can be satisfied either consciously or unconsciously. As in all processes involving

human elements, the translation process can also be affected by the thoughts and

feelings of the translator. Emphasizing a word in oral translation, the translator's tone

of voice, the translator's facial expressions and gestures in sign language translations

and, of course, the words and phrases chosen in written texts and the footnotes used

can be counted among some of the tools through which the translator shows

himself/herself and his/her influence in the text. Although there are various studies on

this subject in the translation  studies  literature,  the most prominent one is Lawrence

Venuti's theory of "Translator's Invisibility"

(1995). The translator's visibility may vary

depending on how clearly the translator

expresses his/her own feelings and

thoughts in the translated text and how

much he/she reveals himself/herself.

According to Venuti, translation is always

an interpretation. Therefore, it is

inevitable for the translator to add his/her

own interpretations and opinions when

creating a target text based on the

source text. Today, even artificial

intelligence-based translations, which are

highly developed and widely used, can

be as objective as their algorithms allow

them to be.

The

involvement of the translator as the transmitter of the message in this process makes the

translator a rightful owner of the transmitted message. Therefore, it is the translator's

natural right to contribute to the message without changing its essence and purpose.

However, changing the content of the message is considered to be a violation of both

professional ethics and responsibility towards the author of the source text and the

readers of the target text.
